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we serve. Magnificat Center opened NaNa's
House five years ago — in February, 2002 —
to serve children when they need us the
most. That first year we provided care to
children 180 times. They came to us from
homeless shelters and domestic violence
shelters. Some were from neighborhood
families facing a crisis. Our commitment to
all of them was that we would remain in their
lives and continue to be a resource —
someone they could count on in times of
need. In some cases, we have become the
grandparents these children never had. One
child has been back so many times we
named a room after him!

Last year, in 2006, NaNa’'s House provided
services to children 2,266 times. By
“services” we mean —
